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The following is a list of potential LID barriers for the City of Granite Falls.

1. Barrier: The City does not have the staff to inspect LID facilities on a regular basis.  
Potential measures to address the barrier: Additional funds through either rate increases or grants would be necessary to address this.
2. Barrier:  It may be costly in terms of time or resources to make developers and single family owners who are redeveloping their property aware that LID is an alternative option through the City Code. 


3. Potential measures to address the barrier: Through grants, the City may want to pursue the purchase of pamphlets on LID measures that could be available to developers through the City office.  The City may want to create a section on their website to address LID benefits and LID alternatives available to the development community.
4. Barrier:  May be costly for the City to have external sources (i.e. consulting engineering firms) to review LID designs to ensure compliance with the City’s Code.  

Potential measures to address the barrier: An increase in stormwater rates would be necessary to offset additional review costs.
5. Barrier:  May be certain physical barriers within the City Limits regarding infiltrative ability of soils. 

Potential measures to address the barrier:  The City could offer a potential credit for certain non-infiltrative flow control or treatment facilities that overcompensate for the amount of flow required to be treated or detained.
6. Barrier:The guidelines in the current LID Technical Guidance Manual for Puget Sound are out of date especially for rain gardens.
  
Potential measures to address the barrier: The City is awaiting the release of the latest Guidance Manual which is intended to be a culmination of the latest data available regarding the effectiveness of various low impact development alternatives.
7. Barrier:  Public safety issue of narrow roads regarding fire safety requirements. 

Potential measures to address the barrier:  The Fire District and City Council would need to accept smaller street widths as an acceptable LID alternative.  A review of other cities’ policies regarding this issue may be used as an education tool for the District and Council. 

8. Barrier:  Sufficient land may not be available (such as for vegetated buffer strips). 

Potential measures to address the barrier:  The City can still have this as an alternative in the case where it may be available however, it is likely that it may not be as applicable in the city as it would be other places. 

9. Barrier:  An aquifer area exists around portions of the city and may be subject to contamination if certain LID measures are implemented.

Potential measures to address the barrier:  The City can prohibit certain LID measures in these regions if necessary.
