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The following summary is intended to comply with Section S.9.E.4.b of the Western Washington Phase II Municipal Permit. Each section addresses the individual components listed within Section S.9.E.4.b.
I. Low Impact Development (LID) Practices Currently Available within the City (Section S.9.E.4.b.i)

Pursuant to the adoption of the City’s Code 13.20.240, the City allows the LID practices listed in the Low Impact Development Technical Guidance Manual for Puget Sound. These include the following:
· Permeable Pavements

· Dispersion

· Vegetated Roofs

· Rainwater Harvesting

· Reverse Slope Sidewalks

· Minimal Excavation Foundations

· Bioretention

II. Potential or Planned Non-Structural Actions and LID Techniques to Prevent Stormwater Impacts (Section S.9.E.4.b.ii)

The City does not currently have any planned projects that include non-structural or LID techniques.  However, potential non-structural and LID actions related to future development within the city limits may include the items listed in Section I as well as the following:

· Assess the City’s current code and analyze the use of a credit system that would promote LID techniques through a system that allows credit related to flow control or treatment requirements per the 2005 DOE Stormwater Manual for Western Washington.
· Encouragement of native vegetation protection.
· Increase inspection of LID installations both during and after construction to ensure the systems will be functioning as intended.
· Enforce soil amendment at new construction sites per the 2005 DOE Stormwater Manual for Western Washington.
· Promotion of clustered development to reduce impervious surface within residential neighborhoods.

III.  Goals and metrics to identify, promote and measure LID use (Section S.9.E.4.b.iii)

The following describes the City’s goals and metrics to identify, promote and measure LID use within the City.
Goal: Provide economic incentive that encourages LID use.

Metric: Review and adopt the updated DOE Stormwater Manual for Western Washington and Low Impact Development Technical Guidance Manual to allow credit for flow control and treatment alternatives.  These updates are anticipated to be released in 2011.
Goal: Develop the full potential of environmentally sensitive site planning and design.
Metric: 
1. Record number of development related permits where LID alternatives were encouraged by City related staff.  
2. Record number of submitted site plans that include LID alternatives.
Goal: Encourage public education and participation on LID related topics.
Metric: Number of students in local schools educated on LID alternatives and their impacts on the environment. Such topics could include using commercial car washes and maintaining natural systems such as not littering in rain gardens or naturally vegetated areas.

Goal: Review land use related codes to ensure consistency with low impact development related code set in Granite Falls Code 13.20.240.

Metric: Number of reviewed code sections relevant to land use and low impact development.
Goal: Continue to provide current low impact development information on the City’s website.

Metric:  Record number of updates to City’s website regarding brochures or other informational links on current low impact development techniques, alternatives, and guidelines.  This also includes adding a link to the Low Impact Development Technical Guidance Manual.

IV. Potential or planned schedules for the Permittee to require and implement the non-structural and LID techniques on a broader scale in the future (Section S.9.E.4.b.iv)

The Washington State Department of Ecology formed two advisory committees to address low impact development standards.  These committees were responsible for advising Ecology on the technical aspect of implementing LID as well as how jurisdictions should plan to implement LID related policies.  In a joint meeting held in August 2010, these two committees presented Ecology with a Draft LID Proposal Outline.   This document is attached as an appendix to this Report.  At this time, the City of Granite Falls will support the timeframe recommendation of these two committees regarding implementation of LID related items on a broader scale.
